Viktor Orbán’s political career
· 30 March 1988 : One of the founders of Fidesz 

· March 1988 – October 1989 : One of the spokesmen of Fidesz. 

· In October 1988 at the 1st. Congress of Fidesz he was elected a member of the National Caucus. He filled this position till October 1989 
· Member of Parliament from 2 May 1990, parliamentary group leader of Fidesz till May 1993. Deputy group leader from 7 November 2005. 
· In September 1992 at the Mainz Congress of the Liberal International he was elected vice-chairman, in January 1993 he was elected a member of the Executive Committee 
· On 18 April 1993 he was elected chairman of Fidesz and re-elected in his position on 9 July 1994 and on 30 April 1995 at the Fidesz Congress, when the party’s name was changed to Fidesz – Hungarian Civic Party. He served in this position till 30 January  2000. 
· Between 28 June 1994 – 17 June 1998 chairman of the Committee on European Integration Affairs.
· Chairman of the Hungarian national committee of the New Atlantic Initiative established in April 1996. 
· Between 6 July 1998 – 27 May 2002 Prime Minister of Hungary, leader of the coalition government of Fidesz - Hungarian Civic Party --FKGP-MDF 
· In 2001 he was elected vice-chairman of the Christian Democratic International 
· In October 2002  he was elected vice-chairman of the European People’s Party (EPP)
· On 17 May 2003 at its XVII. Congress the party became a Fidesz – Hungarian Civic Union and he was elected chairman  
· In March 2006 re-elected as vice-chairman of EPP at its Rome Congress
· In 2006 prime minister candidate of Fidesz – Hungarian Civic Union and the Christian Democratic People’s party
· In December 2009 re-elected as vice chairman of EPP at its Bonn Congress
· On 29 May 2010 the National Assembly elected him the Prime Minister of the Republic of Hungary
